Summary of the CTA 2016 Budget 
Full copy of complete 208 page budget available at our website.
1.47 billion budget - no fare increases or service cuts

146 stations, 1,510 L cars, 224.1 route miles, route miles travel per day 211,042, 241M passenger trips

63 of the 146 are past their useful life (43%), 48 stations (33%) are not accessible to the disabled, 50% of elevated structures have exceeded their useful life guideline of 80 years  
1,887 buses on 128 routes, 11,048 stops, 1,308 route miles, bus miles traveled per day 165,012, 274.3M passenger trips

Average weekday ridership 1.6M, Saturday 1M. Sunday 750,000 

No Plans for a BRT on Ashland or Western Avenues – restoring express bus service instead

Bus fleet modernization - purchase of 425 new buses, major overhaul of 1,000, 714 new Series 5,000 rail cars, purchase of 50 electric or clean diesel, diesel electric hybrids by 2020

BTMS  “bus transit management system”  to eliminate bus bunching, more tracker signage
23,000 security cameras – Chicago Police provide an estimated value $22M in services, 14.7M budgeted for purchase of security services

Bus ridership down 0.7%, rail up 1.2%, overall 0.2 % increase in the # of passenger trips
Systemwide ridership down for 5 years – from  545M in 2012 to 518M in 2016,  more than 25M less riders

Annual bus revenue miles – 5,790,000 in 2013, down to 5,718,000

Annual train revenue miles – 617,000 increased to 671,000

More riders have been shifting from bus to train - about 54% of the CTA rides are on bus while 46% are on rail.   In 2008, 62% of rides were on bus while 38% were on rail.

System generated revenues $16.8M lower than budgeted, $684M fairbox and other sources 

Nearly 20% of CTA’s budget comes from state sources, City contribution only $3M, Cook County only $2M

Fuel expenses down by 23.4%, from $59M to $37M

Fare revenue expected to increase in 2017 + 18 from 1.5% to 2.9% because of improved labor market, tourists usage, and people moving near L stations.
